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ONTARIO DOC
DEVELOPS A
“LITE” TOUCH

If you have ever wondered what it is
like to “have a tiger by the tail,” the person
to talk to is Fred Kahn of Toronto,
Ontario.

That's “Dr.” Kahn, by the way, M.D
and FR.C.S. He is a doctor and a surgeon,
not a zookeeper.
